She interprets the changes that took place in
various literary genres and works of the period within
the broader historical context of the sixteenth and
seventeenth centuries, demonstrating the extent to
which the development of early modern subjective
consciousness and its expression in literary works
can be explained in part as a universalization of
originally Jewish experiences.
